of humanitarian visas in higher education.
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INSTITUTIONALIZATION: THE NORMATIVE SUPPORT (2014)

 RESOLUTION Ne° 13/14 of the Council of Education, Research and Extension - CEPE/UFPR: approves
norms for the access of migrants regularly admitted in Brazil who hold refugee status or
humanitarian visas in their native countries and who have started courses in institutions of higher

education equivalent to undergraduate courses at UFPR.

* RESOLUTION N°58/14 of the Council of Education, Research and Extension - CEPE/UFPR:
establishes norms for revalidation of undergraduate degrees, issued by foreign higher education
institutions, required by migrants and holders of refugee status or humanitarian visas regularly

admitted in Brazil.
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FIRST ACTIONS RESULTS
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INSTITUTIONALIZATION: THE NORMATIVE SUPPORT (2016)

* RESOLUTION N° 02/16 of the Council of Education, Research and Extension -
CEPE/UFPR: improvement of the process, including specific agents to address the
issue of migrants, such as the Director of International Affairs Office at UFPR, a
specialist in International Law, and representatives of United Nations High Council

for Refugees; (it replaced Resolution 58/14)
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MIGRATION POLICIES AND THE BRAZILIAN UNIVERSITY PROGRAM
Different initiatives became one larger project
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LEARNED LESSONS
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The number of refugees continues to increase exponentially in Brazil;

The number of students who are able to obtain diploma validation is quite low due to the high

level of scrutiny for validation assessments;
The number of academic reintegration openings is insufficient to meet the demand;

The number of scholarships of the Public Ministry of Parana to avoid student drop-off is still

small, and insufficient to meet the demand;
The lack of actions to welcome and support these students to pursuit their studies;

Disparity between the level of Portuguese proficiency for the labor market and the level of

Portuguese proficiency required for university courses.
